The Department of Transport and Public Works transfers funds every second month, in arrears, in terms
of the memorandum of agreement. The alignment between the actual and budget will be corrected

during the Adjustment Budget process.
Licences and permits

The variance is due to health certificates issued being higher than anticipated during the budget

process.
Transfers and subsidies — operational

The variance is due to an alignment correction between RSC replacement levy and Equitable share

that was done during the month. The year to date budget will be corrected during December 2019.
Transfers and subsidies — capital

The variance is due to the Fire services capacity building grant being received earlier than anticipated

during the budget process.

Expenditure by type:

Debt impairment

The variance is due to the debt impairment being processed at year end. The alignment between the

actual and budget will be corrected during the Adjustment Budget process.
Depreciation & asset impairment

The variance is due to the depreciation being processed after the completion of the annual regulatory
audit. The alignment between the actual and budget will be corrected during the Adjustment Budget

process.
