CAPE WINELANDS DISTRICT MUNICIPALITY
IMPLEMENTATION OF SUPPLY CHAIN MANAGEMENT POLICY
For the Financial Year 1st July 2021 to 30th June 2022

1. BACKGROUND AND PURPOSE

In terms of Regulation 6(2)(a)(i) of the Supply Chain Management (SCM) Regulations
 the Accounting Officer must within 30 days of the end of each financial year, submit to Council a report on the implementation of the Supply Chain Management Policy of the Cape Winelands District Municipality. The purpose of the report is to assist and strengthen the oversight role of Council. Furthermore, this report must be made public in accordance with section 21A of the Municipal Systems Act (32 of 2000).

2. SUPPLY CHAIN MANAGEMENT POLICY

The Supply Chain Management Policy was initially adopted on 23 January 2006 and revised for an eighth time on 30 June 2022. It is fully compliant with National Treasury’s prescripts. It has been advertised numerously and is available on Council’s website.

3. ACTIONS/PROCEDURES GIVING EFFECT TO POLICY IMPLEMENTATION
The Constitution of the Republic of South Africa, 1996 addresses this issue in section 217. When an organ of state in the national, provincial or local sphere of government, or any other institution identified in national legislation, contracts for goods or services, it must do so in accordance with a system which is fair, equitable, transparent, competitive and cost-effective.

To give orderly effect to the above-mentioned, the Supply Chain Management processes are categorised as follows:

(a) Demand management

(b) Acquisition management

(c) Logistics management

(d) Disposal management

(e) Performance management
(f) Combating of abuse of supply chain management system

(g) Other matters

(a) DEMAND MANAGEMENT
Demand management forms an integral part of a series of activities within the Municipality’s supply chain management system and significantly contributes to the achievement of our measured strategic goals by ensuring that goods, works or services are delivered as originally planned for. It also ensured that all goods and services required were quantified, budgeted for and delivered in a timely and effective manner at the right locations and at the critical delivery dates.
In order to continue to fulfil the needs identified in the CWDM’s Integrated Development Plan (IDP) together with an enhanced demand management planning process, the annual procurement plan in respect of the 2022/2023 budget has been compiled in the third quarter of the 2021/2022 financial year. The plan contains key target dates for each planned procurement initiative and were approved by Council during the approval of the final 2022/2023 budget. In addition to this, the Municipality introduced an initiative, a concept of an Operational Business Plans that outlines the procurement activities and spending targets intended during coming financial year.
Senior managers and their relevant contract managers are accountable to ensure that the procurement processes occur within the set targets. Information in this regard is captured, reviewed and revised periodically with consultation from all relevant parties.

Enhanced controls have been implemented to ensure that all specifications are complete and unbiased in order to promote the five pillars of procurement as set out in the Constitution. 
The SCM Unit continuously monitor and assess the validity and accuracy of specifications and compliance to the relevant legislation.

(b) ACQUISITION MANAGEMENT
The system of acquisition management ensures the following:

(i) That goods and services are only procured in accordance with authorised processes;

(ii) That expenditure on goods and services are incurred in terms of an approved budget as per section 15 of the Local Government Municipal Finance Management Act, 2003 (Act No. 56 of 2003);

(iii) That the threshold values for different procurement processes are complied with;

(iv) That bid documentation, evaluation and adjudication criteria and general conditions of contract are in accordance with any applicable legislation; and

(v) That any Treasury guidelines on acquisition management are properly considered.

The procurement processes of the Municipality are centralised and all requests for procurement are actioned by the Supply Chain Management Unit. This serves as an effective control measure to ensure that processes are properly executed in accordance with the requirements of the different threshold values of procurement. It also combats the deliberate splitting of goods or services into parts or items of a lesser value merely to avoid complying with the threshold requirements. Requests for procurement in excess of R 30,000 are advertised on the municipal notice boards, official municipal website and in the applicable media in the instance of competitive bids (in excess of R 200, 000). The subsequent outcome of these procurement processes is timeously published on the official municipal website.

To give effect to the above, a coding system, by range of procurement and value, was developed to control, manage and report on acquisitions made.

A summary of the different categories of acquisitions made for the period is attached as Annexure “A1”.
It must be noted that various unforeseen circumstances have during the 2021/2022 financial year led to certain delays in completion of procurement processes.

Municipalities must report to National Treasury (NT) on all acquisitions in excess of           R 100,000 on a monthly basis. Information is captured and approved directly on (NT’s) Contract Registration Application (CRA) System. Annexure “A2” is a list of awards made.
Regulation 16(c) and 17(1)(c) Transactions (< 3 Quotations received)
In the acquisitioning process it is not always possible to obtain at least three responsive quotations. In respect of written quotations (value R 2001 to R 10,000), regulation 16(c) will apply, and states that the reasons must be recorded and reported quarterly to the accounting officer or another official designated by the accounting officer. The total value of transactions for the 2021/2022 financial year amounted to R 217 263 in relation to R 143 628 reported in the 2020/2021 financial year.

In respect of formal written price quotations value (R 10,001 to R 200,000), regulation 17(1)(c) will apply, and states that the reasons must be recorded and approved by the chief financial officer or an official designated by the chief financial officer. In this instance the accounting officer must record the names of the potential providers and their written quotations. The total value of transactions for the 2021/2022 financial year amounted to R 5 719 372 in relation to R 3 562 229 reported in the 2020/2021 financial year.

It must be noted that 142 (85.55%), to the value of R 5 344 724 (93.45%) of the 166 instances were advertised on the municipality’s notice boards and website.

Deviations from normal procurement processes:
Regulation 36(1) (a) Deviations

Regulation 36 allows the Accounting Officer to dispense with the official procurement processes established by the Policy and to procure any required goods or services through any convenient process, which may include direct negotiations, but only –

· in an emergency

· if such goods or services are produced or available for a single provider only;

· for the acquisition of special works of art or historical objects where specifications are difficult to compile;

· acquisition of animals for zoos and/or nature and game reserves; or

· in any other exceptional case where it is impractical or impossible to follow the official procurement processes.

For the year under review, the total deviations approved by the Accounting Officer and or his delegated authority amounted to R 8 912 381 compared to the previous year’s figure of R 10 070 700 This represents a decrease of 11.50%. Deviation values fluctuate during each period and will not necessarily reflect the same patterns. It should also be noted that the payment of licences and support on ICT systems currently utilised by the Municipality are also included in the total. Full details thereof can be analysed in the quarterly reports as submitted to Council during the year. All instances of this nature are disclosed and included as a note in the annual financial statements.

See Annexure “A1” for a breakdown of all procurement processes for the year under review.
Appeals by aggrieved bidders:
Regulation 50(4)(b)

No successful appeals were lodged by aggrieved bidders for the quarter under review.

Matters that impacted procurement processes:
Regulation 29(2) – Bid Adjudication Committee members: 
National Treasury issued an Exemption Notice signed by the Minister of Finance on 05 May 2020 exempting municipalities from SCM Regulation 29 (2) and 4 (3) subject to certain conditions. During the 2021/2022 financial year a Section 56 Manager of Breedevalley Municipality served as a standing member on the Bid Adjudication Committee of the Cape Winelands District Municipality in accordance with section 88(2)(b) of the Local Government: Municipal Structures Act, 1998 (Act No 117 of 1998).
Validity of the Preferential Procurement Regulations, 2017:
On Wednesday,16 February 2022, the Constitutional Court handed down judgment in the application for leave to appeal against a judgment and order of the Supreme Court of Appeal (SCA). This application was brought by the National Minister of Finance (“the Minister”) against Afribusiness NPC, and concerns the validity of the Preferential Procurement Regulations, 2017 (“Procurement Regulations” as referred to in the judgment) promulgated by the Minister on 20 January 2017, in terms of section 5 of the Preferential Procurement Policy Framework Act, 2000 (“Procurement Act” as referred to in the judgment).

The SCA declared the entire the Preferential Procurement Regulations invalid on the basis that the content of the Regulations exceeded the Minister’s power on what could permissibly be regulated on in terms of section 5 of the Procurement Act and section 217 of the Constitution

The majority judgment was silent on the question of remedy and did not address the specific issue of the status of the SCA's order of suspension. The minority judgment addressed the issue at footnote 28, where it asserts that "the period of suspension expired on 02 November 2021". The Constitutional Court hence in both its majority and minority judgments technically did not address the issue of suspension in the body of their orders.  

The Minister of Finance then launched an application to the Constitutional Court seeking clarity on its judgement of 16 February 2022 as there were uncertainty on the status of the SCA’s order of suspension.

The afore mentioned taken into account, Council at Item C.15.2 on 28 April 2022 resolved that –

(a) Cognisance be taken that the Municipality applied for an exemption from the national Minister of Finance, as advised by Provincial Treasury and the National Treasury, applicable on section 2(1)(b) – (g) and subsection 2 of the Preferential Procurement Policy Framework Act, 2000 (Act No. 5 of 2000) (PPPFA) up until National Treasury issues new regulations to the Act, and to the extent that they meet the exemption requirements in terms of section 3(1)(c) of the PPPFA;
(b) The following interim arrangements as it relates to preferential procurement in terms of the Preferential Procurement Policy Framework Act, 2000 (Act No. 5 of 2000), be adopted:

i) The use of a points system with thresholds and associated formulas, where the 80/20 preference point system will be applied for procurement with a rand value equal to or above R30 000 up to R50 million and the 90/10 preference point system for procurement above R50 million (all applicable taxes included
ii) The use of the pre-existing mechanism to address the evidence requirements as it relates to the allocation of points for preference i.e., B-BBEE certificates and affidavits given that these matters were not in dispute;
iii) Maintain the status quo in terms of the advertisement and evaluation and awarding of quotations below R30 000
iv) All bids advertised before 16 February 2022, that cannot await new regulations or the Constitutional Court’s guidance be finalized in terms of the Preferential Procurement Regulations, 2017, but limited to bids that did not contain the determinations that is excluded in the new draft PPPFA regulations;
v) Consider to cancel and re-advertise bids that are excluded in terms of paragraph (iv) above;
vi) Consider to cancel and re-advertise bids advertised on or after 16 February 2022;
vii) All new bids be advertised with the prescriptions as identified in paragraphs (i) to (iii) above.
viii) The proposed interim arrangements that would allow the Municipality to continue with relevant procurement processes, be limited to procurement requirements that cannot await new regulations or the Constitutional Court’s guidance.

Subsequent to the above, Judgment was handed down by the Constitutional Court on 30 May 2022 and the exemptions granted by the Minister and concomitant interim arrangements came to an end on 30 May 2022

According to the Constitutional Court’s judgment of 30 May 2022 –

(a) Section 18(1) of the Superior Courts Act suspended the operation of the Supreme Court of Appeal’s 12-month suspension of the invalidation of the 2017 Regulations;
(b) In practical terms, the countdown on the 12-month period of suspension commenced immediately after the date of suspension.  The countdown, however, was halted by the lodgement of the application for leave to appeal in the Constitutional Court; and
(c) The countdown resumed on 16 February 2022, when the Constitutional Court dismissed the Minister’s appeal against the Supreme Court of Appeal’s order

The COVID 19 Pandemic:
Circular 105 (Withdrawal of MFMA Circular 102: Procurement in response to national state of Disaster regarding COVID-19 pandemic), was issued in August 2020. From effective date of this Circular, procurement of all goods, services and works, must be conducted in accordance with existing procurement procedures in terms of the Municipal Finance Management Act, 2003, its regulations and circulars made thereunder, the Preferential Procurement Policy Framework, 2000 and its regulations made thereunder as well as the institutional supply chain management policies.

The Municipality regularly reports on procurement transactions related COVID 19 and adheres to the deadlines provided.

(c) LOGISTICS MANAGEMENT
The system of logistics management ensures the following:

· Monitoring of spending patterns on types or classes of goods and services incorporating, where practical, the coding of items to ensure that each item has a unique number;
· Setting of inventory levels that includes minimum and maximum levels and lead times wherever goods are placed in stock;
· Placing of orders for all acquisitions other than those from petty cash;
· Before payment is approved, certification by the responsible official that the goods and services has been received or rendered on time and is in accordance with the order, general conditions of contract, specifications applicable and that the price charged is as quoted in terms of a contract;
· Appropriate standards of internal control and warehouse management to ensure that goods placed in stores are secure and only used for the purpose for which they were purchased;
· Monitoring and review of the supply vendor performance to ensure compliance with specifications and contract conditions for particular goods or services.
(d) DISPOSAL MANAGEMENT
The system of disposal management ensures the following:

· Immovable property is sold only at market related prices except when the public interest or the plight of the poor demands otherwise;
· movable assets are sold either by way of written price quotations, a competitive bidding process, auction or at market related prices, whichever is the most advantageous;
· Immovable property is let at market related rates except when the public interest or the plight of the poor demands otherwise;
· All fees, charges, rates, tariffs, scales of fees or other charges relating to the letting of immovable property are annually reviewed; and
· Where assets are traded in for other assets, the highest possible trade-in price is negotiated.

The municipality complies with section 14 of the MFMA in terms of the disposal of capital assets.

(e) PERFORMANCE MANAGEMENT
The SCM policy requires that an internal monitoring system be established and implemented in order to determine, through a retrospective analysis, whether the SCM processes were properly adhered to and whether the objectives of the SCM policy were achieved.

Various assessments by Provincial Treasury’s SCM section, of which the last evaluation was in September 2021, and external consultants has indicated that the municipality’s processes and procedures are in line with legislative requirements.

An assessment is scheduled to for the 2021/2022 financial year.

(f) COMBATING OF ABUSE OF SUPPLY CHAIN MANAGEMENT SYSTEM


There were no cases brought against any official or councillor regarding the abuse of SCM system. Effective segregation of duties and delegations were implemented.

(g) OTHER MATTERS
Advertisements in the media:
· Advertisement costs of R 262 691 were incurred in the procurement process for this financial year in relation to R 485 161 in the previous financial year.

CIDB – construction industry development board:
· All contracts of a nature of construction advertised, registered, and maintained as required by the CIDB.

Procurement of goods and services under contracts secured by other organs of state:
· There was no procurement of goods and services under contracts secured by other organs of state.

Tenders and quotations evaluated on performance:
· Reports are completed on a monthly basis by the Contract Owners/Managers on the performance of the vendors. Management is in the process of compiling a standard operating procedure to formalize the process.

Disclosures:
· Transactions concluded with - “People in the Service of the State”

· There were no awards made to persons in the service of the state.
· Transactions concluded with - “Close family members of persons in the service of the state”
· The awards made in excess of R 2,000 to persons who have close family members in the service of the state will be disclosed in the 2021/2022 Annual Financial Statements.
· Benefits received in terms of the Local Government: Municipal Systems Act 32 of    2000 – Schedule 1 sec 5(2) & Schedule 2 sec 5(1)

· The assessment of declaration of interest forms completed by staff members and councillors are still in progress; no disclosures are available at this stage. However, final disclosure, if any, will be made in the 2021/2022 Annual Financial Statements.

3. SCM UNIT CAPACITATION
The Supply Chain Management Unit has 13 funded posts. The capacity is currently supplemented with 3 students and the placement of interns on a rotational basis. The filling of vacancies within the SCM unit are currently prioritised.
4. DELEGATIONS

A system of delegations has been implemented by the Accounting Manager, in order to take all reasonable steps to ensure that proper mechanisms and separation of duties are in place in the supply chain management system place, to minimise the likelihood of fraud, corruption, favouritism and unfair and irregular practices.

The purpose of such delegations is to maximise the administrative and operational efficiency. The delegations also provide adequate checks and balances in the municipality’s Supply Chain Management function. According to Section 79 and 106 of the MFMA delegations and sub-delegations must be in writing.
5. SUPPLIER DATABASE

The municipality must maintain a Supplier Database and accredit its suppliers.

Suppliers are now familiar with National Treasury’s Central Supplier Database (CSD) and the requirements to be registered, hence enquiries and assistance to suppliers has reduced dramatically. However, the Municipality are still available to assist any supplier who wish to be registered on the CSD. To date 2,292 CSD registration numbers have been recorded on the municipality’s supplier database
