General
Actions

The employer and each tenderer submitting a tender offer shall comply with these
conditions of tender. In their dealings with each other, they shall discharge their duties
and obligations as set out in C.2 and C.3, timeously and with integrity, and behave
equitably, honestly, and transparently, comply with all legal obligations, and not engage
in anticompetitive practices.

The employer and the tenderer and all their agents and employees involved in the
tender process shall avoid conflicts of interest and where a conflict of interest is
perceived or known, declare any such conflict of interest, indicating the nature of such
conflict. Tenderers shall declare any potential conflict of interest in their tender
submissions. Employees, agents, and advisors of the employer shall declare any
conflict of interest to whoever is responsible for overseeing the procurement process at
the start of any deliberations relating to the procurement process or as soon as they
become aware of such conflict and abstain from any decisions where such conflict
exists or recuse themselves from the procurement process, as appropriate.

Note: 1) A confiict of interest may arise due to a confilict of roles which might provide an
incentive for improper acts in some circumstances. A conflict of interest can create an
appearance of impropriety that can undermine confidence in the ability of that person to
act properly in his or her position even if no improper acts result.

2) Conflicts of interest in respect of those engaged in the procurement process include
direct, indirect, or family interests in the tender or outcome of the procurement process
and any personal bias, inclination, obligation, allegiance, or loyalty which would in any
way affect any decisions taken.

The employer shall not seek, and a tenderer shall not submit a tender without having a
firm intention and the capacity to proceed with the contract.

Cancellation and Re-Invitation of Tenders

An employer may, prior to the award of the tender, cancel a tender if-

a) due to changed circumstances, there is no longer a need for the engineering and
construction works specified in the invitation.

b) funds are no longer available to cover the total envisaged expenditure; or

¢) no acceptable tenders are received.

d) there is a material irregularity in the tender process.

Attend, where required, a clarification meeting at which tenderers may familiarize
themselves with aspects of the proposed work, services or supply and raise questions.
